BLESSED

God promised all
nations would be
blessed in Abraham.

“And | will make of
you a great nation,
and | will bless you
and make your name
great, so that you
will be a blessing. |
will bless those who
bless you, and him
who dishonors you

| will curse, and in
you all the families
of the earth shall be
blessed.”

Genesis 12:1-3

DESCENDANTS

God promised
Abraham would have
many descendants.

“Your very own son
shall be your heir.”
And he brought him
outside and said,
“Look toward heaven,
and number the stars,
if you are able to
number them.” Then
he said to him, “So
shall your offspring
be.”

Genesis 15:4-5

God promised that
Abraham and his
descendants would
inherit land on earth
forever.

“Lift up your eyes
and look ...northward
and southward

and eastward and
westward, for all the
land that you see |
will give to you and
to your offspring
forever... Arise, walk
through the length
and the breadth of the
land, for | will give it
toyou.”

God promised both
Abraham and David a
lineage of kings - one
would reign forever!

“I will make you into
nations, and kings
shall come from you.”

“I will set up thy seed
after thee... He shall
build an house for
my name, and | will
stablish the throne of

his kingdom for ever...

thy kingdom shall be
established for ever
before thee:”

2 Samuel 7:12-13
(KJV) (See also Isaiah

SON OF GOD

God promised David
that He would be the
Father of one of his
sons.

“l will be to him a
father, and he shall
be to me a son.”

2 Samuel 7:14

“He shall cry to me,
‘You are my Father,
my God, and the Rock
of my salvation.” And

I will make him the
firstborn, the highest
of the kings of the
earth.”

(Psalm 89:26-27; See
also Isa. 9:6-7)

For the promises to be
fulfilled, Abraham and
David must rise from
the dead. Job, Daniel
and Isaiah also hoped
for resurrection.

JOB - “my Redeemer
lives, and at the last
he will stand upon

the earth...after my
skin has been thus
destroyed, yet in my
flesh I shall see God...”
